The Collection is situated at the Shuttleworth Aerodrome; one of the few traditional all grass aerodromes still in regular use, and features Bristol Aeroplane Company’s 1917 Bristol M.1C replica, 1918 Bristol F2b fighter  and also 1962 Bristol Scout Type D.
· Features an evening air show including a flypast of a replica Bristol Boxkite – an aircraft that first flew on 29th July 1910 that went on to become Bristol's first successful production aeroplane. This particular Bristol Boxkite was built by F. G. Miles Engineering Ltd in the 1960s for the film ‘Those Magnificent Men in Their Flying Machines’, which the Bristol Aeroplane Company purchased and placed in the care of the Collection for preservation.
