The Club (today known as the Bristol Pegasus Motor Club) was originally formed in 1944 for employees of the BAC, and had a significant influence on motor racing in the UK immediately post-World War 2. In October 1945 members of the Bristol Aeroplane Company Motor Sports Club organised the first sealed-surface speed event to be held in England following the end of WW2, the Bristol Sprint for cars and motorcycles on Filton Airfield. Also in 1945 they created a new racing car formula which led directly to the rise of the F1 World Championship winning Cooper marque, and began the many years dominance of Grand Prix racing by British built cars. 

The Club Archive was established approximately 20 years ago, and contains the Club records, event results & magazines, and photographs and film of Club events.

The Heritage Centre has around 38 documents relating to letters, passes and general material relating mainly to Parnall Aircraft Ltd. There are also around 35 images linked to both George Parnall and Co and Parnall Aircraft Ltd. Buildings and aircraft

The Heritage Centre digital photo archive has 30 Parnall Aircraft and George Parnall links. Images relate both to the factory and aeroplanes. There are also a handful of oral history interviews linked to Parnall Aircraft. YHC also possesses a handful of images linked to the Aircraft Repair Depot which occupied the Station Road site prior to George Parnall. Within the Heritage Centre, there is the Creda Archive on loan containing around 70 images relating to Parnall Aircraft, WWII and the bombing of Parnalls in 1941. While not our collection, it is worth noting the Yate & D Oral History Project have at least folders of Parnall Aircraft material including plans of aircraft and detailed background to the company. One or two objects from Parnall Aircraft – Hinges and Bolts and a Scale Model.
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
